


For many employees at Beth Israel Deaconess, it's a struggle to make ends
meet this time of year. Now, hospital administration is hitting them with
increased health insurance premiums of as much as 15% while asking them to
accept decreases in coverage.

Right now, many Bl employees cannot afford healthcare at all. A total of 1,367
Beth Israel workers and their dependents relied on taxpayer funded health
insurance coverage, an increase of 17% from 2007.

Bl workers are some of the most dedicated, hard-working, and highly skilled
healthcare workers in the country, and they spend their lives caring for others.
Last year, the administration cut their earned time off, retirement benefits and
raises. They shouldn’t have to spend more for their own healthcare.
